Introduction/Background/Context 

-  Great crowds accompanied Jesus on the journey to Jerusalem (Luke 14:25, Luke 13:22) and to the 

cross (Luke 23). 

-  Jesus had preached on the kingdom of God (e.g. The Narrow Door; 13:22-30, The Parable Of The 
Great Banquet; 14:12-24), To Repent (13:5-9), Israel’s rejection of Jesus, and the Genti les’ 

entrance into the kingdom of God (13:34-35; 14:15-24). 

-  What is a disciple? (Jewish Judaic understanding vs. Believers in Christ: Acts 6) 

What characterizes a true disciple/follower of Christ? 

1)  Possessing love for God that is infinitely greater and supreme over all things: 

-   Family, friends, and other relationships (V26) 

-   Oneself (V26) 

-   Everything and the world. Willing to renounce all possessions (V33) 

2)  Bears one’s cross, follows after Jesus, and counts the cost (V27-32) 

-   Will bear identification with Christ, persecution, suffering, and even death (V27) 

-   Radical sacrifice and commitment vs. Self-centeredness and easy-believism/cheap 

grace/convenience (V33) 

3)  Holy and useful to the Master in bringing His kingdom on this side of eternity (V34-35). Salt: 

Preserves God’s moral standards, increases taste, growth/fruitfulness, and makes people thirst for 
The Living Water. 

Conclusion 

Application: Sounds and feels impossible to live out… How can we live this out? 

-  Only possible by God’s grace and not by human effort. Looking to and following the one who 

was able to live it out: Christ! (Phil 2:5-11, Heb 12:1-2). God also gives us The Gift of 
Himself dwelling in us: The Holy Spirit, to help us and enable us to live  it out (John 14:15-16, 
Acts 1:8, Eph 3:14-21). 

 
Discussion and Reflection Questions 

1)  What are the things (objects, relationships, our own lives and possessions, etc.) that hold greater 
sway or love above God in our lives? How is God asking you to repent, to renounce these things, 
to pick up your cross, and to follow him? 

2)  How can we practically look to and follow in the example of our Master: Jesus Christ daily? 

3)  How can we be useful to our Master in the various spheres of influence He has placed us in 

(workplace, home/family, friends and communities, church)? How are we bringing His kingdom 
and will on earth as it is in heaven?
